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The patient’s potassium comes back 2.6 today with increased elevated liver function tests, and hemoglobin A1c. The patient is a heavy drinker. His wife tells him that he was in the emergency room last week. They gave him potassium, but it did not come up.

I explained to the wife that he needed to have magnesium replaced, but his potassium of 2.6 is much better if he goes to the emergency room and at least he receives one bag of IV potassium. The patient’s wife is going to talk to him and decide to whether not they want to go because he initially did not want to go to the emergency room. Potassium and magnesium were called to the pharmacy, but once again I explained to the wife that it is best if they go to the emergency room.
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
