CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 68-year-old male seen preoperatively as he is scheduled for right knee surgery.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 68-year-old male who reports repetitive motion injury to the right knee. He was a boxer previously and ran on concrete. He stated that he began having pain approximately 30 years ago. He had subsequently developed progressive symptoms in the past associated with recurrent falls. The patient is now felt to require surgical intervention.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Left total knee replacement approximately three years ago.
MEDICATIONS: Unknown.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died of heart disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is a smoker. He has a distant history of alcohol abuse and prior heroin and is currently on methadone.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He reports fatigue.

Eyes: He has impaired vision.

Nose: He has dryness.

Gastrointestinal: He has constipation.

Genitourinary: He has frequency and urgency. He further describes small stream.

Musculoskeletal: As per HPI.

Skin: He reports dryness of the feet.
Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 157/58, pulse 68, respiratory rate 18, height 56” and weight 215.6 pounds.

Cardiovascular: There is a soft systolic murmur at the left parasternal border.

Musculoskeletal: Right knee has tenderness to palpation.
DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm at 55 beats per minute. Nonspecific ST-T wave changes noted. Left axis deviation is noted.
IMPRESSION:
1. Abnormal EKG.
2. Sinus bradycardia.
3. Hypertension.
4. Soft systolic murmur.

5. History of substance abuse.
