This is a 75-year-old very, very debilitated woman sitting in a recliner, cannot get out of her recliner, currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer dementia with late-onset parkinsonism. In the past week, she has taken a turn for worse. She has difficulty swallowing. She keeps food in her mouth despite the fact that it is pureed. She has aspiration. She requires suctioning of the food because she is not able to swallow it. She also requires atropine on regular basis to manage her secretion. She has lost weight. She has developed candidiasis around her mouth because of her profoundly debilitated immune system. She is also placed on nebulizer because of shortness of breath and feeling very weak. She has aspiration both with food and with her secretions. She has lost about 10 pounds per caretaker Sandra who is present today at the time of evaluation. The patient is total ADL dependent, of course, bowel and bladder incontinent. I have been in contact with her daughter Minique regarding her worsening status as well. All her medications are being held. Her KPS score is now slipped down to 30. Her O2 saturation is at 88% on room air, thus she requires respiratory treatments on regular basis. Blood pressure was recorded at 140/92 with a pulse of 101. Given the natural progression of her disease and the findings of today’s visit, she most likely has less than six months to live. By the way, her MAC is 23 with FAST of 7D.
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
