A 70-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure systolic. The patient appears swollen today at the time of face-to-face evaluation that took place at 6:08 on 01/29/2025. He is an ex-seismologist. He is single. He has no children. He is totally and completely bedbound. He has pedal edema. He has a grandson that sees about him and brings him food from time-to-time. He also suffers from hypertension, BPH, hyperlipidemia, atrial fibrillation, recurrent falls and insomnia. The patient has not been out of bed now for sometime. He is total ADL dependent, he wears a diaper, bowel and bladder incontinent. His knee pain is controlled. His shortness of breath is stable. He refuses to wear oxygen. His O2 sat is stable today at 97% with a blood pressure of 99/71 and a pulse of 86. His KPS score is at 40 %. He is in American Heart Association Heart Failure Classification III. He does take Eliquis on regular basis because of his atrial fibrillation related to his heart disease and congestive heart failure with diminished EF. He also suffers from morbid obesity as well as sleep apnea. His heart failure per records is diastolic with an EF preserved. KPS score has slipped from 50 to 40% now. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
