CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 25-year-old male seen for initial evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient reports that in general he is pretty healthy. He reports some low back pain and wrist pain. These have been present for several years. He notes occasional flare-up of these symptoms. However, he is unclear of when wrist pain actually started. He does note slightly decreased range of motion on the right compared to the left.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with bicuspid aortic valve and is status post coronary artery bypass grafting. The grandfather died of myocardial infarction at a young age. Maternal grandmother has history of coronary artery bypass grafting.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports alcohol use. He notes rare cigarette use. He has distant history of marijuana use. He has prior history of substance abuse, but none in the last year.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.

Musculoskeletal: He has pain in his heels from running. He states that he does a nerve glide q.a.m. The review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 135/70, pulse 80, respiratory rate 14, height 69 inches, and weight 148.4 pounds.

Exam otherwise is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 71 bpm. No significant ST/T-wave changes noted.
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IMPRESSION:

1. A 25-year-old male with family history of coronary artery disease. He has family history of bicuspid aortic valve.

2. He has back pain.

PLAN: We will obtain echocardiogram to rule out bicuspid aortic valve. We will obtain MRA of the brain given family history of bicuspid aortic valve. Referred to Dr. Richard Lavigna to evaluate for pain.
