Anthony Mazur has been seen in the office for many years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Nephropathy.

4. Continuous glucose monitor.

Currently, he is on OmniPod 5 insulin pump and has fair control of his diabetes.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 7%, indicating satisfactory control.

Medications: Lisinopril 10 mg daily and insulin via pump.

General review on this visit is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/72, weight 182 pounds, and BMI is 24.9. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. Neck examination unremarkable. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab studies were satisfactory with normal chemical profile, GFR 74, creatinine 1.2, LDL cholesterol 89, HDL 49, and triglyceride 61. Urine microalbumin is 70 and TSH 0.77.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with nephropathy but no evidence of other microvascular complications and reasonably good control on OmniPod 5 insulin pump.

His Dexcom was downloading and reviewed in detail and minor adjustments made.

As I retire at the end of March 25, he would require followup with a new endocrinologist.
