Larry Scheer has been seen in the office for many years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Type I diabetes.

2. Insulin pump therapy.

3. Dexcom continuous glucose monitor.

4. Coronary artery disease.

5. Peripheral vascular occlusive disease

He has excellent control of his diabetes on the insulin pump, OmniPod 5.

His most recent hemoglobin A1c was 6.4%, overall, he appears to be doing quite well.

Current Medications: Insulin via pump, Zetia 10 mg daily, Xarelto 2.5 mg two in the morning, Crestor 40 mg daily, Lozol 2.5 mg daily, Imdur 30 mg daily, Zestril 5 mg daily, Lopressor 25 mg two per day, vitamin C and B-complex.

On examination, weight 225 pounds, blood pressure 110/60, and BMI is 30. The neck exam was unremarkable with no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent lab studies LDL cholesterol 46, HDL 51, and triglycerides 54. Urine microalbumin creatinine ratio less than 10.

IMPRESSION: Type I diabetes with good control and no evidence of ongoing complications. He has previous history of coronary artery disease and is maintained with excellent control of his sugars on OmniPod 5 insulin pump.

The Dexcom CGM was e downloaded and reviewed in detail and minor adjustments made.

As I retire in the near future, he is advised to follow up with a new endocrinologist in due course.
