CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 63-year-old male referred for disability evaluation.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 63-year-old male with a history of stage IV COPD who was previously followed at Kaiser. However, the patient stated that he does not have routine followup. He reports dyspnea daily. He has dyspnea on walking approximately 100 feet. He has had no exertional chest pain.

MEDICATIONS: Allopurinol 100 mg one daily, Wixela 250/50 mcg two inhalations q.12h., Spiriva take two inhalations every 12 hours, and albuterol p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unknown.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient reports smoking, alcohol and marijuana use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: He has heartburn. He further reports occasional dark urine.
Endocrine: He reports heat and cold intolerance.

Hematologic: He has easy bruising.
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Skin: He has itching.

Review of systems otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 124/82, pulse 113, respiratory rate 24, height 72”, and weight 165.1 pounds.

Lungs: Bilateral wheezing.

Cardiovascular: There is a soft systolic murmur present at the left parasternal border. There is moderate JVD. 

IMPRESSION/PLAN: This is a 63-year-old male with a history of COPD. The patient currently presents with dyspnea and wheezing. He has ongoing cigarette smoking and marijuana and alcohol use. He currently appears in mild respiratory distress. He is unable to perform tasks which require significant lifting, pushing or bending given his compromised respiratory status.
