The patient presents with history of swollen face with irritated skin around the gum line, itchy, middle cheek.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Low thyroid disease, depression, and anxiety disorder.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None listed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted excoriation of inner right cheek and surrounding apparent parotid duct with slight erythema and swelling of the right cheek. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

PLAN: The patient given injections of dexamethasone 5 mg and Rocephin 500 mg, prescription for Augmentin 500 mg to take three times a day for 10 days with Bactrim with recommendations to see an oral surgeon, to go to ER if necessary.
