This is an 86-year-old woman currently on hospice with dementia. She also suffers from diabetes, essential hypertension, obesity, urinary incontinence, constipation, and history of fall. The patient lives with her caregiver and her son checks on her on regular basis. She has a KPS score of 40% with a FAST score of 7 to 8. Most recent MAC was 35 cm. Her son reports that she has had increased confusion. No longer oriented to person, place, or time. She is no longer able to walk. She has more pain in her legs. She has not had any recent falls because she has been kept pretty much bedbound and continues to deteriorate as far as her mental status is concerned. At the time of admission to hospice she was responsive. She definitely knew her name and she could tell you where she was sometimes, but that has definitely changed now. She is sleeping 12 hours plus and staying in bed about 12 to 16 hours a day per son and caregiver. Overall, prognosis remains poor given current condition and natural progression of her disease. She most likely has less than six months to live.
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
