CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of loss of voice, congestion, low-grade fever, headache, and sore throat since last night, also describes a puncture wound to the right palm, requesting a tetanus booster.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of diabetes, anxiety, and hyperglycemia.
MEDICATIONS: Metformin, Lexapro, hydroxyzine, omeprazole, and trazodone.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Basically, within normal limits. Neurological: Basically, within normal limits. Musculoskeletal: Basically, within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Type A flu on testing with negative strep.

PLAN: Because of persistence of cough, treated with Z-PAK and also because of laryngitis, was given dexamethasone injection with dose of Medrol Dosepak and also given Tamiflu 75 mg to take for flu.
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
