CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of inflammation of right third finger for three days; mother tried to squeeze pus out of it, complains of increased pain and swelling.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Excoriated lesion right digital third finger with erythema of the proximal finger with 1+ tenderness. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Culture obtained from the lesion with mother being reluctant to do it. Explained possibility of MRSA and resistance, so she agreed.
PLAN: The patient was given clindamycin and doxycycline with mupirocin. To follow up with PCP next week and to call results for C&S and verify not MRSA and to confirm improvement with medications.
NOTE: Mother thought it was staph and just needed antibiotics. We tried to explain that it may be more complicated and the finger infection was getting worse.
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
