The patient presents with history of fever, congestion, cough, and questionable sore throat for the past four days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: COVID as an infant; intubated in ICU for four weeks.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Appeared slightly lethargic. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema 1+. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Flu and strep tests were obtained with presence of type A flu with impression also of pharyngitis non-strep and possible upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Given amoxicillin 125 mg for 10 days because of history. Increase fluids. Medications called into Brookshire Brothers before closing to be sure she got them.
