Ms. Edwards is a 73-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient also has a history of renal failure; she dialyzes from right Quinton catheter, also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, kidney disease, CHF, atherosclerotic heart disease, diabetes, epilepsy, depression, above-the-knee amputation right, above-the-knee amputation left, and cachexia. Currently, she has a KPS score of 40%. She does not use oxygen. She uses her nebulizer three times a day. Her blood pressure was 150/72, pulse of 93, and O2 saturation 88% off of oxygen. The patient complains of pain. She has severe phantom pain of the left leg and also wants a different cough medication because of chronic cough that continues to be a problem. Given her current status, she most likely has less than six months to live. Overall prognosis remains poor. My findings today were discussed with DON as well as the medical director via copy of this note.
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
