This is a 73-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with hypertensive heart disease. The patient has significant weight loss, history of CHF, peripheral vascular disease, chronic pain, and muscle weakness. The patient appears quite thin. MAC right side is 20 cm. KPS score is 40%. He is quite weak and debilitated. He has difficulty with ambulation. He has bowel and bladder incontinence, ADL dependence. The patient has continued to decline as far as his activity level is concerned. He is having a hard time with ADL. He smells of urine. His CHF belongs in American Heart Association Class IV. His O2 saturations 87% on room air; he continues to refuse oxygen, which accounts for his confusion. There has been no edema, but severe muscle wasting of the lower extremity. His weight is now 112 pounds down 1 pound from December per caregiver. Overall prognosis is poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
