This is a 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient is ADL dependent. He wears oxygen at 3.5 liters, which has been increased by 1 liter. His O2 saturation is 98%. He still continues to have air hunger and shortness of breath with activity. He is bed bound. He is staying in bed 16-18 hours a day. On examination, he has significant rhonchi; he uses nebulizer four times a day, right-sided heart failure, decreased weight, and again O2 dependency. Blood pressure is 132/89, pulse is 88, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 95-98% on oxygen that was mentioned. His weight loss has caused his MAC to drop to 25 cm on the left side. He has bouts of confusion related to hypoxemia. He also suffers from hypertensive heart disease, heart failure stage I, kidney failure, combined systolic and diastolic heart failure, atherosclerotic heart disease, diabetes, low back pain, protein-calorie malnutrition, depression, and anxiety. Given the natural progression of his illness, he most likely has less than six months to live. By the way, he does have symptoms of cor pulmonale, right-sided heart failure evident with the right lower extremity edema at trace to 1+.
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
