Dear Carley:
This is a followup for Mrs. Loomis who has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in August.  No hospital visit.  Has gained few pounds.  Good appetite.  Chronic abdominal back pain.  Isolated nausea.  No vomiting or dysphagia.  Chronic diarrhea.  No blood or melena.  Feeling bloated, is seeing University of Michigan gastroenterology liver doctor.  Atypical chest pain at rest not on activity.  No gross dyspnea.  Still smoking half a pack per day.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.  No gross edema or claudication.
Review of System:  Done otherwise being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight albuterol as needed, for her chronic pain on Cymbalta and Norco, antidepressants, off the muscle relaxant, verapamil as a blood pressure and control of tachycardia.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure by nurse 104/87.  Lungs are clear distant.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal distention, tenderness or peritoneal signs.  No peripheral edema or neurological deficits.  There is a recent CT scan of abdomen and pelvis that are reviewed.  Some scarring of both kidneys from prior history of UTI pyelonephritis.  Otherwise no major abnormalities.  Prior gallbladder surgery.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries January; creatinine 1.4, which is baseline and GFR 46 stage III.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis.  Recent imaging some scarring of the kidneys probably from pyelonephritis; however, no obstruction or urinary retention.

2. No need for EPO treatment.
3. Normal electrolytes and acid base.
4. Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Minor elevation of PTH that does not require treatment.
5. Chronic diarrhea followed by gastroenterology.  Chronic abdominal back pain.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
