Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a followup for Mr. Hendon who has advanced renal failure.  Last visit in November.  To have laparoscopic potentially open exploratory laparotomy for removal of colon mass.  He has right-sided AV fistula however that arm shows edema cyanosis, not compromising his ability to use it.  No motor weakness and no pain.  He is going to need fistulogram to find out any potential narrowing, stent, or revision.  He is off smoking cold-turkey for the last two months.  Has frequency and nocturia.  No vomiting.  No dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  No bleeding.  No infection in the urine.  No lower extremity edema.  No chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Review of system done being negative.

Medications:  Review medications.  I will highlight bicarbonate, Renvela as a phosphorus binder, and vitamin D125.  Takes no blood pressure medication.  Remains on insulin.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 218 pounds previously 213 pounds and blood pressure by nurse 119/72.  Lungs are clear.  No gross arrhythmia.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No major edema.  The right upper extremity edema of the whole arm, cyanosis, normal motor, and bruit present.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 5.4 and GFR 11 stage V.  Normal potassium, mild metabolic acidosis, and low sodium.  Elevated phosphorus.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Anemia 8.8.  Normal white blood cell and low platelet count.  Iron saturation normal.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage V.  No indication for dialysis.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.

2. Right-sided AV fistula as indicated above.  He is going to need a fistulogram to assess for central vein stenosis, potential balloon versus revision.

3. Anemia.  Denies external bleeding.  Aranesp to be given today.  Otherwise his upcoming surgery is going to be postponed or canceled.

4. Continue vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.

5. CKD NVD.  Increase Renvela to two on the largest meal.  Chemistries in a monthly basis.  Plan to see him back in the next two to three months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
