HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Ms. Evans is a 37-year-old woman who comes to see us today on 02/04/25. Jennifer is a 37-year-old woman who works for Dollar General here in Splendora. She has five children and two step children. She comes in because of lipoma/bump posterior auricular left side.

The patient has a significant family history of leukemia in grandparents and a father, but her father killed himself. He was a Vietnam Veteran and mother is doing okay right now.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Insomnia, anxiety, seizure on Ambien 10 mg is not given by this clinic.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation, tonsillectomy, adenoidectomy, ablation, breast implant and cyst removal from breast. No history of breast cancer. No evidence of malignancy. 
MEDICATIONS: Ambien and some kind of hormonal replacement. She is having some postmenopausal symptoms. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period was some eight years ago. No smoking. No drinking. She is married. She has been pregnant five times.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 139 pounds, no weight changes. No night sweats. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.7. Respirations 20. Pulse 78. Blood pressure 104/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion. There is a 2 cm lipoma postauricular left side. There is also shotty lymphadenopathy in the neck.
NECK: No JVD. 
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. As far as the ultrasound is concerned, there is a 1.6 cm lipoma postauricular, referred to Dr. Bunyon for removal.

2. Shotty lymphadenopathy.
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3. History of leukemia and lymphoma.

4. Check blood work.

5. Check sed rate.

6. Check CT of the neck.

7. There is no other lymphadenopathy in the chest or abdominal region.
8. Findings discussed with the patient at length abdominal or groin region.
