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The patient tells me that he was involved in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that in 1991, in Fort Bliss, the patient was involved in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient tells me that he was in the driver seat.  I asked him several times if he was driving, the patient was not able to tell me that he was driving or not.  He kept saying that he was in the driving seat.  He tells me that there was another car “rammed” him.  The patient tells me that his car got rammed.  I asked him exactly how his car was rammed, the patient was not able to tell me the specifics.  The patient tells me that I do not remember.  I asked him did he lose consciousness, the patient tells me that I do not remember.  I asked him if he has a headache, confusion, and disorientation after that, the patient tells me that he does not remember.  I asked him what happened after the accident, the patient tells me that he does not remember.  I asked him if any symptoms after the accident, the patient tells me that he does not remember.
The patient tells me that in 1990, the patient was in Germany, the patient was sitting as a passenger in a car.  He tells me that his friend was driving on the Autobahn Freeway in Germany.  The patient tells me that he was rear-ended.  The patient tells me that his car was rear-ended, and he went under trailer tractor-trailer.  I asked the patient if he hit his head, the patient tells me that he does not remember.  I asked him if he had lost consciousness, the patient tells me does not remember.  The patient tells me he went to the hospital.  I asked him what are his symptoms afterwards, the patient tells me that he does not remember.
The patient tells me that currently he has headaches sometimes.  He has become very forgetful.

The patient tells me that he was currently not employed.  The patient tells me that he has non-profit organization.  The patient tells me that he helps people with disadvantage.  The patient tells me that he was not able to get gainful employment.  The patient tells me that he is not able to get a job with pay.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty with focus.  He has difficulty with memory.
It is my opinion that the patient did not have evidence to suggest he had traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was in a car accident in 1991, in Fort Bliss, in another car accident in 1990 in Germany.  The patient tells me that he does not remember the episodes.  He does not remember the accidents.  The patient tells me does not remember what happened in the accidents.  The patient was not able to tell me what symptoms he had after the accident.  I do not have enough evidence to diagnose him with traumatic brain injury.
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
