This is a 55-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of COPD. The patient is confused most likely because of hypoxemia. The patient has increased weakness, fatigue, and shortness of breath at all times. She is using oxygen at all times at 2 L. Her O2 sats hovering around 91-92%. Her KPS is 40%. She needs help with ADL. She has decreased appetite by 25% at least. She requires pain medications and medication for anxiety because of air hunger. She feels dizzy and she has protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle wasting, and severe COPD most likely alpha-1 antitrypsin deficiency causing her endstage COPD at this time with a strong family history of COPD at a young age which family members have died of. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
