EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:

2. Depression.

PLAN: Today, we did urine drug screen. Urine drug screen is positive for Suboxone. He takes as part of this program. PMP AWARxE was reviewed. Data from the PMP AWARxE does not support drug-seeking behavior or medication diversion.
Medication refills are as follows:
1. Suboxone 2/0.5 mg one SL one film SL daily for 30 days #30.

2. Wellbutrin 150 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days #30. No refills.
