The patient is seen with injury to right hand. He states he was closing a tool kit on a truck and fell, striking his right fifth finger and hand, with complaints of pain. He states that he felt like the bone was displaced initially, reduced by manipulation, now with continued pain and painful range of motion. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. 
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Hand 2+ tenderness noted to right fifth finger involving joints and phalanges of right hand. Wrist, forearm, and shoulder all within normal limits. Neurovascular within normal limits without evidence of tendon injury. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Back: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. 
The patient was placed in a finger splint after x-ray obtained showed probable fracture of the right fifth proximal phalanx without displacement. Finger splint applied. Advised to take NSAIDs at home with elevation and moist heat. To continue splint. Follow up with regular doctor next week for further evaluation and following the fracture.
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
