CC: Readmit from hospital.
HPI: A 95-year-old female who was sent to the ER on 01/25/2025, after having three falls in less than half a day. The patient that is not in the norm for her and so concern was something being missed that we could not find in a timely manner. The patient is generally in a manual wheelchair that she can propel and self transfer so falls are unusual for her. Here in the facility a UA had been obtained on 01/24/2025 that was sent for culture, results pending and then the patients visit on 01/25/2025 via a UA there diagnosed with acute cystitis and hematuria. Cefdinir 300 mg one p.o. q.12h. x5 days was ordered and a UA that had been done here in the facility grew out E. coli also susceptible to Cefdinir 300 mg.
DIAGNOSES: Acute cystitis with hematuria on ABX, advanced unspecified dementia, gait instability is wheelchair bound, chronic anxiety, HTN, hypothyroid and GERD.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d. routine, hydralazine 50 mg b.i.d., levothyroxine 50 mcg q.d., lorazepam 0.5 mg h.s., losartan 100 mg q.a.m., Prilosec 20 mg q.d., MiraLax q.d., and Evista 60 mg q.d.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with protein supplement one can MWF.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in her wheelchair. She made eye contact and was cooperative to visit.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 130/70, pulse 67, temperature 97.5, and respiratory rate 16.
HEENT: Conjunctivae clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.
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ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
NEURO: Makes eye contact, verbal. Speech is clear. She can tell you what she needs, seems to understand basic information given. Orientation to self and Oklahoma.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Acute cystitis with hematuria. Organism is E. coli. Cefdinir 300 mg q.12h. x5 days ordered and has been started.
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
