CC: Followup on COVID.
HPI: A 71-year-old gentleman who had not been feeling well with some aches and just overall not feeling good. He was COVID tested it was positive so he is now isolated in his room to include for meals and Paxlovid was ordered last evening the 300/100 mg convenient pack to be taken as directed. The patient was seen in his room he was seated upright in his wheelchair and it looked like he had eaten his lunch. There was no evidence of cough. When I asked how he was feeling he sounded nasal when he was speaking and he said he just still continued to have aches. I did have the nurse check and he has received his Paxlovid today.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced Parkinson’s disease, cognitive impairment secondary to Parkinson’s, history of UTIs with urinary retention, urinary incontinence, poor gait stability requires manual wheelchair and occasionally requires transfer assist generally does it on his own, hyperlipidemia, night terrors, generalized musculoskeletal pain, sialorrhea, and constipation.
MEDICATIONS: ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 20 mg h.s., atropine solution b.i.d., docusate one cap b.i.d., Gocovri cap 137 mg h.s., Nuplazid 34 mg q.d., olanzapine 5 mg q.d., Rytary three capsules at 7 a.m. and 11 a.m. and two capsules at 3 p.m. and 7 p.m., Flomax q.d., MVI q.d., and Norco 5/325 mg one p.o. b.i.d. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with cut meat.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient seated comfortably in his room. He was alert and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 144/93, pulse 62, temperature 97.7, respiratory rate 20, and O2 sat 92%.
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HEENT: His eyes look bleary, glasses in place. Nares patent. He had a nasal twang when he spoke and there was somewhat of a runny nose. Moist oral mucosal. No sialorrhea evident.

RESPIRATORY: He had no cough. Lung fields clear. Symmetric excursion to bases.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is weight-bearing, can self transfer and propel his manual wheelchair. He tends to hunch over. No lower extremity edema.
NEURO: He appears at his baseline cognitively, making eye contact. Speech clear. Could give some information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: COVID positive. Day 1 treatment with Paxlovid. He has Robitussin-DM p.r.n. if needed, but fortunately cough has not been a big part of this picture and encourage that he continue fluids and give himself chance to rest.
