CC: Polyuria.

HPI: An 80-year-old female who came out of room just she saw me working and asked if she could speak with me. The patient states that she just has continuous urination and it is not a new issue she said it has been for some time now but it is just getting tiresome. She states that she goes through adult briefs a lot and will toilet herself just so that she does not have an episode of incontinence. I reminded her was seen at Mercy ER on 01/31 UA was obtained and was diagnosed with the UTI and started on Keflex 500 mg q.i.d. for seven days. The facility nurse called Mercy yesterday, which was 02/03 to obtain copies of the visit and in particular UA with C&S. I explained to patient that they got a UA, which may have looked suspect for UTI but they do not know what the actual organism was so unknown if the organism is susceptible to Keflex. The patient states that the current symptoms discussed any urgency and polyuria are not new symptoms but have occurred for quite sometime and do not seem to change post UTI treatment. In question, she has not been on medication for overactive bladder and she is wanting to try something. We discussed starting with Detrol, I told her that it is generally a first-line trial and will see how she does if it is not to her satisfaction than their other medications we can try. I did tell her that there is no guarantee of 100% improvement, but the goal is to at least make it more manageable and she understands. Detrol 2 mg b.i.d. is ordered and will followup at next visit. Followup on UA with C&S obtained at Mercy ER. We will adjust antibiotic if needed, pending sensitivities.
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
