Ms. Stewart was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. He is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with endstage heart failure. He has difficulty with ambulation. He has shown improvement of the right ankle wound stasis ulcer. He has lost about 3 pounds per his granddaughter Sharada Isha. He has a history of COPD. He is quite fatigued. He has bilateral edema because of chronic congestive heart failure. He has a MAC of 30 cm. PPS is 60%. He is not eating about 40-45% of his meals. He has decreased appetite. He has weakness and difficulty with ambulation. He is showing decline as far as his diagnosis is concerned. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. 
The patient also has hyperlipidemia, atherosclerotic heart disease, nonhealing ulceration of the lower extremity, peripheral vascular disease along with COPD. He requires his nebulizer at least four to six times a day. His O2 sats hovering around 91% with a pulse of 100. His decreases weight is unavoidable. He continues to have bowel and bladder incontinence, wears a diaper and helped me to help with all ADLs. 
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
