This is a 66-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice being seen for face-to-face evaluation today. He has a hospice diagnosis of CVA with dense left-sided weakness. He demonstrated weight loss, difficulty swallowing, increased agitation, aspiration, decreased weight, decreased appetite, COPD, BPH, CHF, hyperlipidemia, neuropathy, hypertension, history of left femur fracture and chronic pain along with renal insufficiency stage IIIB related to his diabetes mellitus. He requires help with all ADL. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He wears a diaper at all times. He is becoming much more forgetful and confused at this time. He requires lorazepam for anxiety and medication to help with both pain and neuropathy. He is now spending much more time in bed. His KPS score is at 40%. He has decreased appetite. His blood pressure was stable at 110/60 with a pulse of 88. His confusion has increased. His forgetfulness is increased as I mentioned along with his unsteadiness and weakness that is why he is staying more time in bed. He is not able to bare any weight on the left side. His MAC is down to 28.3. KPS is at 40%. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
