FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

A 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. She is both on concentrator and nebulizer treatments on regular basis. Her O2 sats 96% on 2L requiring nebulizer treatments every four to six hours.
She continues to have leg pain off and on and issues with blood pressure. 

The patient is currently taking lisinopril 10 mg once a day. Blood pressure is 142/96. I have discussed this with the DON and we are increasing her lisinopril to 20 mg. 

She continues to have leg edema. She required furosemide recently to help with the symptoms. This is related to her right-sided heart failure and cor pulmonale. Her blood pressure elevation is related to her hypertension and her tachycardia of heart rate of 105 is related to her endstage COPD. She has diminished appetite by at least 50%. She has lost 3 pounds since 10/06/2024 per caretaker. 
She wears a diaper. She has ADL dependency and she moves rather slowly. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live. She has a KPS score of 40%.
