This is a 68-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with history of congestive heart failure. Other comorbidities includes kidney disease stage III and diabetes.

He is taking NovoLog changed from Lantus at this time. He tells me that he is breathing much better. He has very little swelling. He is using his oxygen p.r.n. now. He is able to walk without getting short of breath which is a new thing for him. He belongs to an American Heart Association class III now as apposed to class IV which is an improvement. He lives with his granddaughter Reyna who has been his caretaker for sometime. He has a KPS score of 40%. He has minimal weight changes. He reports no orthopnea or PND. Once again, he had oxygen available, but he is not using at this time. His oxygen level was stable at 92% on room air. He is oriented to person, place, and time. On oxygen, the patient’s O2 sat goes all the way up to 96%. He has few wheezes as well which is also showing improvement.
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
