SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Anna is a 70-year-old Caucasian female who has been living in an extended care facility at 17195 Fraser Woods Drive, Fraser, MI 48026. She has been happy, pleasant, and cooperative. She described today, she has moved to live with her friend’s daughter and she is feeling much better. She looks happy and cheerful. Described that she is not taking Ativan anymore, but she want this time also she should get a prescription of Ativan 0.5 mg 10 tablets. She has used only half of the prescription. She is also on Seroquel 50 mg at bedtime and lamotrigine 150 mg daily, and Lamictal 25 mg daily. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She denies any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. She describes she is feeling much better. The patient was encouraged that she should keep active try to socially interactive, try to do exercise and may interactive with her daughters to which she agreed. There was no side effect of the medication. She has been compliance with the medication and treatment.
ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder depressed currently on lamotrigine 300 mg at bedtime 50 mg morning, Quetiapine 25 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
