SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Wendy is a 52-year-old married Caucasian female living with her husband at 8239 Toepfer Warren, MI 48089. She described that she has been doing much better. The medication has been working. She is not anxious or depressed or suicidal. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. She has been helping her husband who has a PDA and her husband going to be under surgery. However, she described that she has energy and she is feeling much better and helping her husband on a regular basis. She denies any side effect. Her mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process was organized. There was no side effect of the medication.
