Dawn Beckerleg has been seen in the office for thyroid disorder.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

2. Hypothyroidism.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.075 mg daily.

She has had hypothyroidism for at least 15 years and has been treated with thyroid hormone replacement.

At this time, she has no specific complaints and has lost about 50 pounds over the six to seven months. She denies aches or cramps or other symptoms suggestive of hypothyroidism.

On examination, blood pressure 114/62, weight 154 pounds, and BMI is 24. The thyroid gland was significant for slightly enlarged thyroid gland of 1.5 times normal size with no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent Lab Test: Free T4 1.29 and TSH 1.94, with an expectable levels.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis well compensated in a current dosage of thyroid hormone.

I recommend that she continue levothyroxine 0.075 mg daily.

As I retire in the near future, I request that she follow with her primary doctor for reevaluation of thyroid function and recheck of her test in about one year.
