Dear Dr. Ernest:

This is a followup for Mr. Crowley with chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, and hypertension.  Last visit in August.  No hospital visits.  Stable dyspnea.  Follows Dr. Obeid for lung and Dr. Doghmi for heart.  He has a prior pig aortic valve replacement.  Has no purulent material or hemoptysis.  Uses inhalers.  No oxygen.  He is being advised to do sleep apnea testing, but he declines.  Some decrease in the urine flow, frequency and urgency.  Minor dysuria but no infection, cloudiness, or blood.  No incontinence.  Used to see in the past Dr. Samhan urology that has retired.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list review.  I will highlight the Coreg, losartan, and Demadex.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 191 pounds stable and blood pressure by nurse 147/59.  Lungs few coarse rales on the bases for the most part clear.  No pleural effusion.  Does have aortic diastolic murmur.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  No edema, nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries February, creatinine 2.1 it has been like that for a long period of time representing a GFR of 29 stage IV.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium, and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.9.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable overtime.  No progression.  No indication for dialysis, not symptomatic.  Likely diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Blood pressure in the office fairly well controlled.  Continue salt restriction.  Tolerating losartan and other blood pressure medicines.  There is no need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  Chemistries stable.  Has aortic valve replacement with no aortic insufficiency but clinically stable.  Has congestive heart failure and does have CRT device.  Continue present regimen.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
