FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

A 72-year-old gentleman with history of HIV, chronic pain, weight loss, ADL dependency, protein-calorie malnutrition and weakness is being evaluated for face-to-face today.

The patient’s recent CD-4 count is 400 which indicates active HIV infection. The patient is more short of breath. He is dizzy. He is weak. He has trouble walking. He had a high risk of fall. His pain is controlled with Norco. He is continued with his HIV medication. His KPS score is at 40%. He has had diarrhea off and on. O2 sat is 90% on room air. Pulse of 100. Blood pressure 135/88. His MAC is down to 23.7 on the right side. The patient has occasional incontinence, but definitely has ADL dependency. He continues to show worsening of his condition. No new medications have been added. The patient is to be kept comfortable with anti-anxiety medication and pain medication as is showing steady decline regarding his positive HIV with the parameters noted above. No recent hospitalization and no recent opportunistic infections to report.
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
