Thank you for this referral.

The patient is seen, chart reviewed, consultation is done for thrombocytopenia.

SYMPTOMS: The patient does not communicate.
PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: History of profound intellectual disability, history of seizure disorder for which he is on Keppra and phenobarbital, also history of autism, and also recently discovered thrombocytopenia.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is in wheelchair. He is very restless.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His current lab WBC 5.4, hemoglobin 14.2, hematocrit 42.7, and platelet 150 on 01/12/2025. His platelet was 123,000 on 08/14/24.
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DIAGNOSIS: Thrombocytopenia most likely due to seizure medications.

RECOMMENDATIONS: Since his platelet count is in good range right now. No need to change seizure medication or adjust the dose as of yet. Continue the same. Followup in three months with CBC.
