HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents today with an enlarged second digit medial portion of the fingernail. She clipped her cuticle _______ tender and it was bleeding. The bleeding has stopped. There is tenderness to the finger. The patient requests antibiotics.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression and anxiety.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient does not drink alcohol, but does vape.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Focused exam on the left second digit noted mild medial erythema to the distal portion of the finger. Capillary refill is within normal limits. Mild tenderness to palpation.
ASSESSMENT: Superficial laceration.

PLAN: Advised the patient on how to cleanse and dress wound. We will put on antibiotics to prophylactically treat for infection due to proximity to the joint space. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
