Ms. Turk is a 75-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of CVA, hypertensive heart disease, COPD, chronic kidney disease stage III, and diabetes. She has had decreased mentation, confusion from time-to-time. She currently has a KPS score of 40%, requires help of her caretaker Janea on a 24 x 7 basis. She has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence. She started with a MAC of 28 cm with the most recent MAC reported at 24.5 cm on the right side. The patient’s blood pressure is stable at 110/79 today. The patient had a fall on or about in February of this year and has caused some leg pain and arm pain. No evidence of fracture noted and no skin breakdown noted today. The patient’s hydrocodone 10/325 along with an antiinflammatory is doing a good job controlling her symptoms. She states that from time-to-time she has bouts of difficulty swallowing associated with aspiration and must eat very slowly. She also has had increased confusion both related to her previous stroke and TIA versus seizures. She is controlling her seizures with medication at this time. Her depression and anxiety has been controlled with Zoloft and Remeron and she is sleeping better with Remeron 7.5 mg. Continue with valproic acid to control her seizures at this time. She also has atrial fibrillation with rate controlled. The patient continues to regress as far as her stroke symptoms are concerned and most likely has less than six months to live related to her hospice diagnosis of stroke.
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
