This is an 84-year-old woman currently on hospice with history of Alzheimer’s dementia. The patient has lost tremendous amount of weight. Her MAC is down to 26 cm; she started with 27 cm at one time. She also has severe muscle weakness, chronic pain, generalized anxiety disorder, insomnia, protein-calorie malnutrition, which is causing 2+ pedal edema and physical debility. The patient is now totally and completely bedbound. The family does not allow her to get up because of the fact that she has had so many falls. The patient is cared for by two family members; a daughter and a sister-in-law that I have discussed the care with at length. The patient has a FAST score that has dropped from 6E to 7A now. Tamra has also noticed increased fatigue, decreased appetite down to 30 to 40% of meals, sleeping 12 to 16 hours a day. She is bowel and bladder incontinent, she wears a diaper and she is total ADL dependent. The family has lots of support, which is very helpful in taking care of their mother and their mother-in-law. She has oxygen available to her at this time, but she is not wearing her oxygen.  Her O2 sat was found to be at 92% today. As I mentioned, because of the fact that she had so many falls, the family is keeping her in bed and that is not a problem because she is now sleeping 12 to 16 hours a day at least, continues to show decline. Given natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
