CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 68-year-old African American female referred for palpitations and chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 68-year-old African American female who reports chest pain of approximately two years’ duration. She has pain that is described as mild. Pain has no specific provocating factor. Pain has no associated symptoms. The patient reports palpitations which occur approximately three times per month.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Osteoarthritis.

3. Gout.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Cholecystectomy.
2. Bilateral knee surgeries.

MEDICATIONS: Clonidine 0.2 mg one b.i.d., enalapril 10 mg one b.i.d., amlodipine/benazepril 10/20 mg one daily, nitroglycerin 0.2 mg one daily, acetaminophen 500 mg p.r.n., diphenhydramine 25 mg p.r.n., cyclobenzaprine 10 mg one p.r.n., gabapentin 300 mg one t.i.d., ibuprofen 600 mg one p.r.n., famotidine 20 mg one b.i.d., trazodone 100 mg one h.s., and colchicine 0.6 mg b.i.d., then one daily p.r.n.
ALLERGIES:
1. NAPROSYN
2. MORPHINE
3. ASPIRIN 
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother with a history of CVA.
SOCIAL HISTORY: There is no history of cigarette smoking. She notes prior history of crack cocaine use. She notes history of alcohol.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Cardiovascular: She has chest pain and palpitations as noted.

Gastrointestinal: She reports heartburn and abdominal pain.

Genitourinary: She has frequency.

Neurologic: She has headaches.
Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Blood pressure 148/91, pulse 87, respiratory rate 20, height 66”, and weight 169 pounds.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm, left atrial enlargement, rate 81 beats per minute, and nonspecific T-wave changes noted.

IMPRESSION: A 68-year-old female with palpitations and chest pain, etiology unclear.
PLAN: We will plan on echocardiogram, stress test and ultimately she will require Zio patch.
