Thank you for this referral.

This 89-year-old female who comes for evaluation today. She recently had a CT scan of the chest, which showed a neoplastic mass in the right upper lobe but in the right side of the upper mediastinum invading the chest wall also it had grown into right first, second, and third rib with destruction of the rib and suspicion was bronchogenic carcinoma. She also had large pericardial lymph node consistent with mediastinal lymphadenopathy also there was left adrenal mass.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She has history of hypertension and hypothyroidism.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 2 inches tall, weighing 155 pounds, and blood pressure was 202/79 recheck it came down to 180/70.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: There was some prominence on the right upper chest wall.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSIS: Bronchogenic carcinoma right upper lobe with lymph node metastasis and mediastinum and also left adrenal metastasis most likely.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We should get a CT guided biopsy done as soon as possible. I tried to call a radiologist in Sherman and Denison, but was not able to reach and we will try to get it done in Medical City Denton.
