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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
Dear Debra Peterson & Professional Staff,
Thank you for referring Norma Murillo for neurological evaluation with a history of personal and familial progressive neuromuscular weakness thought to be some form of muscular dystrophy.

Currently, she complains of progressive weakness proximally in the upper extremities with neck pain and cephalgia. She has progressive weakness in the right lower extremity with distal lower extremity dyspraxia requiring a special supportive scooter.

She has two children and has worked for long time in administrative capacity and continues to be employed despite her difficulty with prolonged ambulation producing neuromusculoskeletal pain.

Up to this time, the only medication she has taken has been Tylenol to control her painful symptoms after activity.

She did not give any other substantial medical history of illness.

Many years ago, she was seen and evaluated by Dr. Evye Szanto, M.D., an excellent neurologist in the Red Bluff Redding area, undergoing extensive laboratory and electrodiagnostic testing.

She has no records of this and does not know where they would be.

Part of our function will be to try and locate both her personal and familial medical records since multiple members of her family are reportedly involved.
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Today, I had no additional medication as a therapeutic trial without additional laboratory testing results.

Some testing may have been done recently and we are looking for that information.

Currently, today, she had no other complaints as we discussed her recent and past medical history.

In consideration of this history and need for evaluation with critically important diagnostic consideration. We will obtain electrodiagnostic testing in Redding for which she will be referred.

I will be seeing her on a periodic basis as we review the outcome of her laboratory and neuromuscular testing.

We are referring her directly to the Neuromuscular Clinic at UC Davis for further assistance in her evaluation and possible intervention.

Unfortunately, at this time, I have no other information to assist you with a qualified diagnosis, which will be coming after a period of additional workup possibly with some therapeutic recommendations.

This is an extremely pleasant, accomplished and intelligent woman who will need supportive care for the rest of her life and possibly the lives of her children.
