Ms. Burton comes in today for a visual field test. The findings are as follows:
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey visual field analyzer with a full threshold program 30-2 with poor reliability shows a small constricted central visual field. There are areas of perception going from approximately 20 degrees to the right and 5 degrees to the left, but the responses are inconsistent. The field is repeated with a SITA standard strategy, this confirms a visual field of greater than 10 degrees centrally with the appearance of split fixation and superior loss. Again, the reliability parameters are poor.
