CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion, heartburn, left tooth pain, and irritation in both the ears.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife and he stated that he has noticed nasal congestion for the past four to five days and it is progressively getting worse. The patient also has heartburn and there is acid reflux and he did not vomit. The patient also complained of left tooth pain. He has tooth extraction a week ago and he was started on amoxicillin and then the patient took it for three days after that he developed diarrhea and he stopped the medication. Now the pain is still present on the left lower teeth, but there is no bleeding.
The patient also noticed dryness of the ear canals bilaterally. There is no bleeding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, blood upon coughing, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or profound weakness.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three to four times a day as needed. The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on Dexilant 60 mg once a day; however, the patient is not taking this medication.

The patient is taking esomeprazole 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.

The patient is on Advair 230 mcg/ACT two puffs twice a day and montelukast 10 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of benign prostatic hypertrophy and he is on tamsulosin 0.4 mg tablet once a day.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he is very active. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal congestion, but there is no bleeding.

Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

Oral examination reveals missing left-sided lower tooth and there is tenderness on that area. There is no bleeding or discharge.
NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

Ear examination reveals dryness of the auditory canal bilaterally without any bleeding.
ABDOMEN: Soft and there is minimal epigastric tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
