CC: Fall followup.
HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman who I observed in the dining room as I was walking in and noted that he had a right side large black eye. When I went up to him, I asked him how he was doing and he stated fine as though nothing was wrong. When I asked about his eye, he stated “oh!” that he just had a fall, but he was okay, so that was the end of that until I saw him in room and staff tell me that he has a lift chair that he continues to use it lifting it up to the very max, so it almost like shoots him out of the chair and this time he went forward, hit the side of his right eye on his television and did some damage there. I talked to the staff about either getting that thing where it cannot go forward to the extent it does or we get a different chair in there because it has been problematic from day #1. The patient’s son is aware of it and has spoken to staff.
DIAGNOSES: Senile dementia advanced, incontinence of B&B, gait instability; is in manual wheelchair, glaucoma, CKD III, BPH and HTN.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 500 mg q.d., Celexa 20 mg q.d., HCTZ 25 mg q.d., Icy Hot gel to right and left side of neck a.m. and h.s., latanoprost OU h.s., losartan 25 mg 2 p.m., and timolol OU q.d. eye drops.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert. He is interactive. He enjoys talking and he is actually fairly pleasant.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/71, pulse 68, temperature 97.3, respiratory rate 17, and weight 200 pounds.
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HEENT: He has some thinning of his hair, but it is groomed. Right Eye: A large purple circle with it hanging and going down his right cheek. I told him that it tracks with gravity, goes down. He has some suture in place above his right eyebrow. The conjunctiva on his right eye appears edematous and pink. There is no tearing. The patient blinks it, he just stated that it kind of bothers him, but could not be any more specific. Left eye is clear. Nares are patent. Moist oral mucosa.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He has good neck and truncal stability in his manual wheelchair, propels himself, it just takes him a while. He can self-transfer, safer if staff assist.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Fall with large right-sided black eye with inflammation of the conjunctiva. I am going to order Ciloxan eye drops 0.3% two drops to his right eye q.i.d. for five days and we will see how it responds.
2. Improper use of lift chair. We will follow this and tell the patient that it will be something that we have to do away with if this happens again.
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
