Kristin Camberlain has been seen in the office for 20 years.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto's thyroiditis.

3. Dyslipidemia.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.1 mg daily and atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

Overall, she appears to be doing quite well and has no major complaints in this visit apart from right knee pain for which she is having a knee replacement in the near future.

She recently had an EKG showing left bundle branch block and that has been followed by her primary physician.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 110/54, weight 194 pounds, and BMI is 32.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The thyroid gland above 1.5 times normal size with no neck lymphadenopathy.

Thyroid function test satisfactory with TSH of 2.43.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto's thyroiditis currently adequately replaced with Levoxyl 0.1 mg daily. She also has dyslipidemia on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

Other lab studies are followed by her primary physician.

I recommend that she follow with her primary physician as I retire in the near future at the end of March 2025.
