The patient presents with having a pruritic rash on trunk and extremities for the past two days. She states she is taking a recent course of Bactrim for 10 days since two days ago.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: With scattered maculopapular eruption on extremities and trunk measuring 1.5-2 cm in diameter. Extremities: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Allergic reaction to sulfa.

PLAN: Recommended dexamethasone, refused by the patient; she hates shots, refuses to take one. Given prescription for Medrol. She was advised to double dose for the first couple of days and then taper dose as recommended. Follow up in a couple of days if rash is not subsiding or with PCP as necessary.
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
