CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of cough.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has been coughing on and off for the past six months and she is on lisinopril. The patient denied having sputum production neither she coughed up any blood.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied significant weight loss, dizziness, headache, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day.
