PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Stable. Afebrile and saturation 90% on room air. HEENT: Benign. Lungs: Clear. Cardiac: RR. Normal S1 and S2. No S3 or S4. Abdomen: Benign and  nontender. GU: Deferred. Extremities: No edema. Neurological: Grossly at baseline, right arm flexion and contracture. Dermatological: No suspicious lesions.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: Morbid obesity, functional quadriplegia, ischemic CVA, chronic bronchitis, and hypertension.

PLAN: She is medically stable. Continue medication on MAR. We will check labs in proper intervals and vaccines.
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
