HISTORY: This is a 59-year-old female here with suprapubic pain. The patient indicated that this has been going on for approximately one week and has gotten worse. She states chest pain is approximately 6/10 increase with touch and certain motions. The patient denies trauma.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-sections x 2.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies tobacco, alcohol, or drug use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient reports vaginal discharge and vaginal pain.

She denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies increased temperature. Denies myalgia.
All systems were reviewed and were negative except those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, oriented in mild distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.
Blood pressure 146/81.

Pulse 78.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds.
CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft. She has suprapubic tenderness. No rebound. No guarding. No organomegaly. No rigidity.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Left ovary calcification.
2. Vaginal discharge.

3. Hematuria.
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PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient had an ultrasound of her pelvic area. The left ovary is appeared to have deposit of calcium.

Urinalysis was done. Urinalysis reveals blood in the urine.
The patient and I had discussion on findings of CT scan and differential for having caused specific deposits on her ovary. She was given a consultation to see the OB/GYN as soon as possible. She states she understands. I will call for a followup appointment.
Urine was done in the clinic. Urine reveals blood all other variables are normal.
The patient was sent home with the following medications:
1. Doxycycline 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

2. Mobic 15 mg one p.o. q.a.m. with food for 14 days #14.
She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
